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Setting up your plane with the Futaba 9C Series Radio
(ADVANCED SETUP) by Shane Sternecker

To continue from last month’s article, I will go into some of the more advanced setup for the Futaba 9C radio. Next
month, I will cover Advanced Flight Trimming of your plane in the 9C to really trim out your plane for flight, and
other maneuvers such as Knife-Edge and 3D Hovering.

How to change a model parameters:

In the Parameters menu, you can specify several things about your model. One of the things you can do is switch
what type of model it is (Glider/Airplane/Heli). This is actually pretty easy, but be careful—this will erase any and all
settings you have programmed for your model. Scroll to the TYPE field. From here, you can select what type of
model it is. In the parameter menu, you can also switch between PCM/PPM from the MODUL field. Changing this
will cause you to “reboot” your radio. Make SURE that your set this according to what your receiver is or you will
not be able to control your model. You can also tell the radio which channel(s) by default that are used for 2nd Ai-
leron Servos. Your choices are 5&6 or 60R7. Standard Practice is to plug 2nd Aileron Servos in Channel 6. If your
2nd Ail servo is in channel 6, choose 60R7. Choosing 5&6 will work, but will conflict if you are setting up retracts or
any other function on Channel 5 as 5&6 will mix BOTH channel 5 and 6.

Aileron Differential:

Aileron Differential is an easy way to use a 2nd Ail Servo and have the mixing done for you. If you plan on setting up
Flaperons and/or Spoilerons, do not use Ail Diff—You cannot mix the two. To set this up, plug your 1st Ail servo
into channel 1 (left or right—doesn’t matter) and then plug the 2nd into channel 6. Then go into your planes advanced
menus (Hold Mode to enter menu and then press Mode again to toggle to Advanced). Scroll and select AIL-DIFF.
Scroll up to MIX and select ACT. If you need to compensate for different travels between servos, you can adjust the
mixing travels (RATE). It is recommended that you set the end-points or adjust mechanically instead of changing the
values in this menu. Now, test your ailerons. If one or both are reversed, reverse the affected channel (1 or 6) from
the basic menu until both ailerons are operating in the correct direction up and down.

Flaperons:

Setting up Flaperons takes the idea of dual aileron servos even further. It is recommended that you only setup flaper-
ons if you do not have separate flaps on your model and if your model has sufficient throw on the ailerons. I don’t
recommend setting up flaperons on slow landing planes such as trainers. Plug in the servos as you would for Ail Diff
and make sure Ail Diff is INH (not active). Go the advanced menu, select FLAPERON. Scroll up and change the
MIX to ACT. Again, it is recommended not to adjust the travel with the RATE values as in Ail Diff. There are 2
other settings in this menu FLP2 and FLP1 that will help you adjust the travel when both Ailerons come down. This is
used to compensate for any variations. In most setups I have done, I have had to not change these settings. Make
sure to test your ailerons and get the reversing correct for channel 1 and 6. If you want to control your “flaps” by one
of the sliders, then go into the AUX-CH menu (basic) and set CH6 to the appropriate slider. The default is VR(A).
What really makes the Flaperons sing in my opinion is not to only have them available on a slider, but to turn on the
Elev-Flap mixing and set this so it can be switched on/off. When on, your loops will be tighter and you will generate
more lift at slower speeds which will cause a plane that lands hot to be able to really slow down on final approach.
One thing to remember is when attempting advanced aerobatic maneuvers, you should turn this mixing off. To setup
Elev-Flap mixing, go the Advanced menu, scroll and select ELEV->FLAP. Scroll to the SW and assign the switch
you want to use. [ usually use D. Set POSI to UP so that when the D is UP, the mixing is ON. When D is down, it is
off. Then scroll to MIX and set to ON. Then adjust the RATE to the desired amount of mixing. To make sure it is
working, flip D up and slowly pull back on the elevator. Both ailerons should go down gradually in relation to the
elevator. Conversely, when you push up on the elevator, both ailerons should go up. Now flip switch D down (off)

and make sure that the mixing is off. For Sport or 3D planes, I really like doing this mixing as it makes landing so
wh easier. /

Air Brake:

The Air Brake mixing can utilize flaps or flaperons to along with elevator input to allow the plane to slow by a flip of
a switch or in relation to the throttle. This is more useful in my opinion when you have separate flaps and want them
to drop at a specified throttle setting. See the book for more information.

Spoilerons:

Spoilerons are the reverse of Flaperons. Usually this setting is used to assist 3D planes in removing the rocking mo-
tion from Harriers. Where flaperons help by adding extra lift to the wing, spoilerons remove lift from the wing. This
will help is harriers because a harrier relies more on lift from the prop than the wing due to the slow speed. To set this
up by itself, follow the same procedure as Flaperons but reverse the values for RATE. The trick here is when you
want to setup up Flaperons AND Spoilerons to different switches. I don’t have room to cover this, but basically you
setup your Flaperons normally, and then use the custom mixing to enable the Spoilerons. Another way I have heard
you can do this is to use the Air Brake in conjunction with Flaperons.

When Std Mixing is not enough:

I will give an example that may help with this topic. Ihad a 5 channel receiver, but wanted to setup Ail . To do this, I
had to turn off the default switch assignment for Channel 5 by going to the AUX-CH menu and setting CH5 to NULL.
Then, go to the parameters menu, and set AIL-2 to 5&6. Then, choose a free custom programmable mix from the
Advanced menu, press down twice, change MIX to ACT. Set the MAS (master) to AILE, Set the SLV (slave) to CHS
(GEAR). Turn LINK ON, TRIM ON. If you want this to always be mixed, turn POSI to NULL otherwise, assign a
switch and POSI. Verify the direction of the Ailerons.
