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19 people attended the March meeting.  The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM.

A new mower has been purchased.  The old mower had no salvage value and was given away. 

The surveys have been coming in, and Wade will try to get some results to the club at the next meeting.  

All members are encouraged to complete and return the survey. 

We still need volunteers for the mowing teams.  Teams will be formed soon.  The more people that can 

sign up and help, the less frequent each team will be called on to mow. 

Eagle Scouts are still looking to build the tables, and they are looking to council approval in March.  The 

other Eagle Scout project did not materialize.   

The Boy Scouts have asked about a demo on their meeting nights which are Tuesdays.  We are looking at 

ways to accommodate them.  They expect 10 to 12 boys aged 12 to 16. 

March 28 is our scheduled clean up day.   Activities will start at 9:00.  A center section in the runway is 

severely damaged.  For the clean up day, we will replace the petramat.  Another day may be needed if 

the work to replace is too involved.   The field needs to be rolled, preferably with Bertha, before the new 

runway can be placed.  The new mat will be different from what is now in place, it will be thicker.  A vote 

was carried to use the thicker material (called 315) vs the thinner (called 200).  The expectation is that 

the thicker material would hold up longer.  Both are about 70% UV resistant. 

AMA Leader Club was briefly discussed.  To participate, we need to set and document sound levels, 

trainers, and other items.  Once documented, we need to show compliance to our set standards. 

Lenexa Independence Day ParadeñWade floated the idea that we participate, and hand out small cards 

that describe our training night, and the  July fun fly / family picnic (referenced as an airshow?).  The re-

sult would be additional publicity for SMRCC.   

Family Science night at the Johnson County Library is May 12th.  Wade opened talk about providing a 

static display.  The event runs from 6:00 to 8:30 PM, with setup at 5:00.  We are waiting on additional infor-

mation. 

Darrell talked about true-up tools, triangles, squares, levels, and visual sighting.  It is important to get the 

plane true and CG correct, if you expect consistent flight each session. 

Mark Smith from AMA spoke briefly about the sport and issues they are facing at AMA.  One issue is the 

UAV / UAS and how these unmanned aircraft can fly well beyond the limits of sight.  Some journalists and 

politicians confuse what we do with these craft.  Add to this the tendency of the press to sensationalize 

events, we have a dangerous mix that AMA is trying to manage.  Education and good publicity are key to 

countering these threats.  He also wanted to remind everyone to cover up in the sun, to reduce harmful 

exposure and cancer risk.
