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The meeting was called to order at 7:10pm. In attendance was 23 people.  
 
Guests: Drew Prosser and family.  
 
Treasurer's report was presented and accepted. 
 Motion to transfer $3000 into a CD was made and carried. The CD will be for 6 months.  
 
New business:  
 Our president, Wade, stated some of his goals for the upcoming year. These include increasing mem-
ber participation and growing the membership. Wade requested someone to assist with the club events. He 
wants someone to help with gathering materials for the events. Richard Fredrick donated a trainer with all the 
field gear necessary for flying, and a copy of Realflight 3.5. Wade proposed, and the membership approved, 
that these be awarded for participation in training nights. The participation would include people that take 
demo flights, as well as students that come for training. The plane and flight line gear would be awarded 
sometime in mid-training season. The Realflight would be awarded at the end of the season. This would be an 
effort to increase training night activity. Ways to advertise this were also discussed.  
   

Wade will be mailing a survey, and all members are asked to fill it out. A postage paid return envelope will 
be provided. Wade wants to keep this anonymous, to ensure maximum response rate.  

 
Road work is expected on the road through Shawnee Mission Park. The road will be closed, and the field will 
only be accessible from the 87th street entrance. The closure will be just past our lot. So we should expect 
increased traffic, due to people turning around.  
 
A motion to purchase a new push mower was presented and carried. $400 will be earmarked for the VP of the 
field to use at his discretion, to replace the existing mower that continually has problems.  
 

Members were asked to sign up for mowing teams, and George will work to get the teams organized and 
the schedule built.  
George mentioned that the Eagle Scouts are still planning on building some more tables.  

 
The Johnson County Library was the next topic. Wade wants to place a plane for display at the library, and 
attach our name to it. The library is having a function on May 14, and booths are available. During this func-
tion, there is a potential for a demo flight, and follow-up is needed.  
 
Darrel gave a tech-talk on hinges.  
 
Models of the month: 

Steve presented his TopFlight 1/5 scale ARC. It weighs 24 pounds, and is powered by a Zenoah G45.  
 

George offered a look at his Lancer 56 by Sterling. He has located information and plans for the plane, 
and is looking forward to seeing it fly.  

 
Frank showed us his Northstar. He is in the process of reconstructing it after a catastrophic crash that left 
only the tail pod.  

 
Drew brought his Eagle 63 that he is planning to use as his trainer. It is a couple decades old, and he has 
outfitted it with an equally aged K&B (still new, though). The plane has been fitted with current radio gear, 
and he is about ready to get it running.  

 
Todd displayed his Nobler, which was originally designed to be control line.
