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The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM.   17 people attended this first meeting at the field.   

 

Old business:  

President Wade provided a summary of the survey results.   He will e -mail the results to the members 

soon.  Some of the items that he found noteworthy include:  

    - The special speakers were highly rated.  

    - There was a request to post the frequencies in used by the members.   This would allow a member to 

buy new transmitter knowing how many others are already on the chosen frequency.  

    - The current newsletter format is alright.  

    - Thursday meetings were best for most, a couple people asked for another night as they cannot at-

tend Thursdays.   Wade indicated he will see about the possibility of changing a meeting at the field to a 

weekend date, if this works for others.  

 

Library night turned out very well.   Many people attended, and some showed an interest in our club.   

 

Shane has mentioned that he will be bringing his Boy Scout troop to the field, for a flying session in mid 

July.  We will need members to assist.  

 

Wade is still working on the leader club, and only has a few pieces left to complete (one of which is the 

delivery of model magazines to the library).  

 

We are seeing three to four students each training night.   Weather has been a factor on many nights so 

far.  

 

Wade has a one page club info sheet.   The sheet includes information on training nights, and photos of 

our field.   These are being stored in the shed.   They can be used as handouts, whenever we get ques-

tions from the spectators at the field.   

 

New Business: 

The rules have been modified, so please take a moment to look at them the next time out, or read them 

on the web site.   Two items in particular have been changed: impound requirements for training nights 

and other times where it is likely that multiple pilots will be on the same frequency, and clarify that 2.4 

GHz radios are allowed at our club.   The impound will be equipped with bungee cords or some other 

device to hold the transmitters in place.      

 

The park requires our structures to be painted, and this affects the propeller and pole that were recently 

erected.   Several member are looking into addressing this concern.  

 

The solar panels and web cam are being revised.   A 65 watt panel and controller has been purchased by 

Ron, and will be tested and installed.   Ron is currently using his own money for this project, but might 

look to split the cost with the club, as he proceeds.   The web camera will require wireless Internet ser-

vice, and we can not get this service free anymore.   The fee is expected to be $15 a month.   

 

The last new topic was the 4th of July parade.   Darrell expects a need of at least 6 members for the pa-

rade itself.   These will hand out a quarter sheet flyer with info about us, web site info, and airshow 

date.  Diane was specifically requested to pull the club "free raffle" trainer on a wagon.   The parade 

should take place from 9 -11 AM.
