Shawnee Mission Radio Control Club, Inc.  
MEMBER AGREEMENT 
THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this _____ day of _________, 20__, by and 
between _____________________, a member (hereinafter called the "MEMBER"), of 
the SHAWNEE MISSION RADIO CONTROL CLUB, INC., a Kansas not-for-profit 
corporation, (hereinafter called the "RC"), and the Johnson County Park and Recreation 
District, a quasi municipal corporation, (hereinafter called the "DISTRICT"). 
The Johnson County Park and Recreation District owns and operates Shawnee Mission 
Park in Johnson County, Kansas, and has therein a facility commonly known as the RC 
Flying Field, hereinafter called the "FIELD", which is used for flying radio-controlled 
miniature airplanes and related recreational activities and the RC and the DISTRICT 
have heretofore entered into that certain agreement dated May 20, 2004 whereby RC 
may conduct radiocontrolled flying activities for its members at the FIELD. 
In consideration of the RC member being allowed to fly radio-controlled miniature 
airplanes at the FIELD, the MEMBER agrees as follows: 
1. Waiver. The MEMBER agrees and acknowledges that the DISTRICT shall not 
be responsible for damages to property or injuries to persons which may arise from or be 
incident to the exercise of the privileges granted to the RC or its members, or for the 
damages of the property of RC or its members or guests, or for damages to the property 
or injuries to others who may be at or on the FIELD at their invitation, arising from or 
incident to any governmental activities at or on the FIELD or related facilities. 
2. Indemnity. The MEMBER agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the 
DISTRICT from and against claims, demands, judgments, loss, expense, or liability on 
account of or arising from any accident, injury, or damage to person or property on or 
about the FIELD where such accident, injury, or damage results from any act, omission 
or negligence on the part of MEMBER or his/her invitees or guests, including payment of 
reasonable attorneyôs fees and litigation expenses incurred by DISTRICT. 
3. Insurance. The MEMBER states that he/she is a current member in good 
standing of RC. They agree to follow the Academy of Model Aeronautics (AMA) safety 
guidelines while conducting any model airplane flying activities at the FIELD. They 
further agree to maintain such RC membership at all times while conducting any model 
airplane flying activities at the FIELD in order to be covered by the insurance protection 
provided by AMA, which is required by the DISTRICT.

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Sound Presentation at the February Meeting  

   WHAT?????  

 I couldnõt hear you over the sound of my engine! 

 

   At the February meeting Darrell Watts gave a presentation on the òSources of Soundó from our models.  Obviously the dis-

cussion centered on glow engines.  (There is some application to electric motors.  On electrics, the emission of sound cen-

ters on vibration.)  

  Darrell studied sound emissions for 14 years as an officer in his previous club which had a 94Db at 10õ rule. 

  The four major contributors to noise emissions are; the propeller, the exhaust, the airframe and the engine.  They are listed  

in the order of dominant source.  

  Since the propeller is the most dominant source and the easiest to address, a lot of the presentation centered on this issue.   

Basically it has been determined that larger propellers at lower rpmõs deliver more òthrustó and less noise.  Also it was 

noted that, for any given size, APC propellers are the quietest.  

    There was some discussion about òexhaustó but since current mufflers are fairly quiet, not much time was given to this.  It 

was noted that one should really pay attention when purchasing an òin cowló pitts-style muffler.  Some of these are quiet 

loud.  

  Time was spent on òiso-mountsó to the airframe because the airframe acts like a drum/guitar body when vibration is trans-

mitted to it.  

  At the end of the presentation there was a handout which showed a set of Db reading Dan Collard had taken last week plus 

a spreadsheet with Db readings on about 50 engines that were taken at the Michigan club.  

  This presentation was very informative.  If you missed this presentation and are interested in having a quieter model, con-

tact Darrell.  He has a wide range of knowledge on this subject.
