The meeting was called to order at 7:10pm. We had 26 people attending the meeting.
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Guests included John Wep, Bill Alexander, and Jack Farrell.  John lives in the houses near the park, and he
is interested in learning more about RC.

Old Business:
Swap-N-Shop was fairly successful, results were similar to last year.

The officers need to verify the dates on the current calendar (included in the newsletter and on our web-
site).

Leader's Club Status - SMRCC is trying to obtain Gold status. Wade has most of it completed. The club
needs to set sound levels. Darrell gave his opinion that 98db, upwind, on the stand, 10 feet from the oppo-
site side as the muffler is a standard level. Wade plans to have the members verify their planes meet the
level, and the officers would only inspect a plane if there was a complaint. Darrell's standard level was
voted upon and approved. Also approved was the presentation of the Gold Leader plaque to the Shawnee
Mission Park.

New business:

Take-off And Grow (TAG) - Wade thought this was a nice program that could allow the club to bring new
members to the club. AMA would provide some funds for a training program that provides new members

an accelerated training experience.  There was discussion that the funds are very limited, and few clubs
get them. Also, people were concerned about trying to get large number of people through a training
program - time involved, space required, and lack of a formal training program. This was tabled for more
discussion next month.

Also tabled to next month was a suggestion that long term members in the club get a discount on their
dues.

A motion was presented and carried to provide a door prize for the meetings. Wade will provide the prize
that is expected to cost the club less than $50 a month. The prize will be for members only.  There was
some discussion on the dollar limit and whether we need to entice members to come out for our meet-

ings. It was decided to try it for 3 months, to determine if it worked (more members in attendance).

It was suggested that next month's meeting be held on Saturday morning at a breakfast venue. The offi-
cers are going to get together and discuss this, and if agreed to, the location. Please watch your e -mail for
information on this next meeting.

Mowing teams were discussed in detail. We NEED more members to participate. If every member par-
ticipated we would each have to mow one or two times a year.  Last year we only had 4 teams. The people
that actually showed up and mowed on those teams were worn out by the end of the flying season (some

had to mow 9 or more times). Discussed were methods of enticing members to participate on a mowing
team. One item that came up was to charge those that don't participate a higher due.  This conversation
will continue next month.

It was proposed that we volunteer to help out with the park. ~ Wade will look into the next park volunteer
day, and see how we can patrticipate.

Darrell gave this month's presentation on float flying.  He covered a lot of material, and had several hand-
outs for those that got lost in the conversation. He discussed float design, and places to buy them. Issues
to look for while planning to float fly (water rudder, CG, and take off and landing issues). There was quite
a selection of planes that can be flown from the water on display.

Shane brought in the models of the month. He had two A10s. One was a smaller light jet (from Blitz RC)
the other was from Electric Jet Factory. He showed off the electric retracts. Both are nice looking planes.
